After initial struggles and only a 5k Arts Council grant to start with, the project now has a good funding mix to be going on with and has an ambitious programme of innovative and inclusive activities planned – many with young people. Much of this was obtained after holding a ‘Visioning Day’ that evaluated the work of the first 3 years of the project and planned what was wanted in the future – in the Mendip environs and beyond. Just one of the events planned for 2007 is a ‘70’s Disco Pilgrimage’ up the tor and disco afterwards! At the end, Liz handed out free DVDs to all at the meeting. Very inspiring!
