Funders Overall Aim:

To improve the quality of life and the economic well-being of people in Wiltshire and Swindon. Provides technical advice, practical support and grant aid for a range of community based projects. Particular fund is a grant giving scheme for local community groups, Parish and Town Councils operated mainly in Wiltshire and Swindon. Whenever waste is buried in the ground by a landfill site operator (LSO), a landfill tax is payable by the operator to Customs and Excise. The Landfill Communities Fund allows a LSO to divert up to 6.5% of this tax, as a credit, to certain types of commercial or community projects. The scheme is voluntary and regulated by a Government agency called Entrust.

Funding Type:

Most grants are between £5,000 and £25,000 depending on the type of project, its location, proximity to a landfill site, total project cost and the proportion of matching funding, particularly local fundraising.

Funding For:

Type of projects might include: community halls scout & guide halls, which additionally benefit wider community use:
play areas

museums

conservation and bio-diversity projects on public or private land

permanent or mobile skateboard parks or cycle tracks

paths (which are not a statutory responsibility)

sites and buildings of historical and/or architectural interest

Who Can Apply:

Applicants are usually:

* community organisations (with or without constitutions)

* parish or town councils

How To Apply:

Contact the above correspondent to make your first enquiry and to discuss your project prior to application.

Community First has first to establish that a project is eligible under the Entrust regulations and then a considerable amount of information has to be collected to make an application to an LSO. The procedures regarding applications to an LSO vary from one to another.

When To Apply:

Applications may be made at any time but please note that the process can take between three and 12 months. Most LSOs only hold their selection meetings on a quarterly, or even a half yearly, basis.

Funders Overall Aim:

To provide financial help to children and young people, resident in Wiltshire, who are under 18 years old and have a disability or other needs.

Funding Type:

One-off grants.

Funds Distributed:

£119,814 (2008/09)

Funding For:

All applications for financial help will be considered. Funding for specialist equipment, training projects or activities that will support children & young people aged under 18 years with disabilities or who have a genuine need through hardship (further details in 'Who Can Apply' section and 'General Notes' below).

Funding NOT For:

Not normally help towards school/college transport costs or school fees. This is because normally there are other suitable options from public funding.

Who Can Apply:

The Trust will give priority to applications in the following groups:

(1) grants to individuals or organisations for equipment to help young people under 18 years old, who live in Wiltshire and have a disability or other needs

(2) financial help to community projects or events where it can be shown that the users will be young persons who are under 18 years old, who live in Wiltshire and have a disability or other needs

(3) grants to schools who need financial help to support low income families or others in need, for school activities such as music, sport, drama and trips - the Trust will give the most help to schools in areas of greatest need.

How To Apply:

Contact the Trust Fund Administrator in the Student Finance Team for Wiltshire Council who will send you an application form.

When To Apply:

Awards are made on an annual basis from the Trust. Application forms are available at the beginning of April. The closing date is the end of May. All applications are considered by the Trust's Advisory Panel at the awards meeting in early July. All applicants will be notified of the outcome by the end of July.

Catchment Areas:

Wiltshire.

General Notes:

Breakdown of allocated grants year ending 31 March 2009: 14 grants for equipment and play areas; 5 grants for computers and associated costs; 9 grants for lessons, learning and training; 19 grants to support activities & trips; 5 other grants.

Funders Overall Aim:

Area Boards will give you the power to influence what Wiltshire Council does in your Community Area.

Funding Type:

* Up to £5,000 available (more in exceptional circumstances) for your community project.

* Funding linked to local priorities

* Up to and including £1,000 may be available for small projects, where there will be no need for you to find matched funding

* Up to 50% of the total cost of a project, where the total cost is more than £1,000

* Support for organisations making applications

* Signposting to other sources of funding
Funding For:
Funding is available to help provide facilities, equipment and activities that are important to the local community. These awards can really make a big difference in helping communities get schemes and projects started.

Funding NOT For:

(a) Political or religious activities (although secular activities promoted by faith groups are welcomed)

(b) Statutory bodies to fund their core services (includes direct funding for schools/PTAs)

(c) Sole benefit of individuals

(d) A private - profit making/commercial organisation

(e) Running costs - e.g. rent, rates, utilities, printing, stationery, salaries etc (other than one-time only startup costs) e.g. we will not fund room hire for a scout group to cover the cost of their regular meetings, however if the group wanted to have a special weekend of activities for a one off celebration, we will consider funding for this special event, as this is a project cost, and not part of the day to day activities

(f) A project that has already started. This includes projects where orders/instructions have been agreed and resources committed

(g) Projects which could reasonably be expected to secure finance by other means

(h) Projects that have already received funding in the same financial year

(i) Projects that are either anticipating, or are already in receipt of, financial support from Wiltshire Council

(j) Fundraising activities where the core activity is to raise funds for a third party

(k) Training of trustees or fundraisers

(l) Projects that are being administered through a third party

Who Can Apply:

Not for private profit organisations or groups such as community or voluntary groups, town or parish councils who are looking to fund a community project in Wiltshire.

How To Apply:

Applicants are encouraged to discuss their project with the Community Area Manager in advance of submitting an application. A list of Area Managers is given in the Guide to Funding Community Awards at the above webpage. Applicants are encouraged to make electronic applications which may be found on the Council's website www.wiltshire.gov.uk. Otherwise paper applications remain acceptable. Submit your application to the relevant Community Area Locality Team. A full list of the Teams and maps of the area covered are given in the Guide to Funding Community Awards at the above webpage. Involvement of your local Councillor is desirable. If you would like the name of your Councillor, please see the Council's website

When To Apply:

Applications will be considered at each Area Board meeting, applications must be received a minimum of 6 weeks before the relevant Area Board. All funding awards must be paid to or invoiced by the recipient prior to 31st March 2010

Catchment Areas:

Wiltshire - Northern Localities: Malmesbury, Wotton Bassett and Cricklade, Chippenham, Calne, Marlborough, Corsham.

Central Localities: Bradford on Avon, Trowbridge, Westbury, Melksham, Devizes, Pewsey.

Southern Localities: Warminster, Amesbury, Tidworth, Mere, Tisbury, South West WIltshire, WIlton,

Salisbury, Southern Wiltshire.

General Notes:

*Where the total cost of a project is over £50,000 a business plan should be provided.

*Where the total cost of the project is over £10,000, three quotes must be provided (with your preferred supplier identified in Section 3 of the application form). Where the total cost of the project is under £10,000, some financial evidence e.g. a quote which you intend to use must be provided.

*'Contributions In kind' either as volunteer time or materials may be costed into your project calculations, based on a maximum of £50 per day for general volunteers and £100 per day where professional/technical advice is provided e.g. architect drawing up plans. Please include this information in section 3 and 6 of the application form.

*Applications from Town and Parish Councils will not normally receive more funding than that contributed by that Town or Parish Council, since they are able to raise funds through the precept.

*If your project requires planning permission, building regulations or any other form of licence or approval, this must be obtained before submitting your application.

To enable people to save and borrow money at affordable rates

Funding Type:

Savings and loans for individuals

Funding For:

Credit Unions are community based local savings and loan schemes. Managed and run by trained volunteers, credit unions offer people who live or work in the area a chance to save regularly (by cash, standing order, payroll deduction or at a collection point) and to borrow at a reasonable rate of interest.

There are six credit unions across Swindon & Wiltshire and anyone who lives or works in the area can join at least one of them. The credit unions are named after the district they are based in. The local contact numbers are:

Individuals living or working in the area the Credit Union serves

How To Apply:

To join, you will need to provide 2 forms of personal identity and pay £1 joining fee.
