Youth leadership programmes to reach out across communities

The Youth of Today Scaling Up Fund invites applications from small third sector organisations in England to address key challenges of how to scale-up innovative youth leadership programmes and reach out across communities.  The Fund is expected to make investments of between £5,000 and £20,000.

The Fund aims to:

· Help more young people take on leadership roles in their community;

· Create more opportunities for young people to influence the decisions affecting them;

· Raise the quality of youth leadership opportunities;

· Enable small organisations to grow; and

· Fund innovative projects that are unlikely to find funding from other sources.

Grants should be used to develop and expand youth leadership programmes  including delivery costs, staff costs and small capital items.

The deadline for Round Three is 23 April 2010.
Round Four of the Fund will be for six month projects only and has a deadline of 23 June 2010.  

This will be the last round of the Fund.

Funding a wide range of beneficial community projects

Hilton in the Community Foundation (HCF) is a grant making Charitable Trust.  It was set up to give focus to the charitable activities and donations of Hilton International.  Hilton hotels and LivingWell Health Clubs in the UK and Ireland support HCF, and a large proportion of income is generated through ongoing fundraising initiatives in the hotels and clubs by the staff, guests and suppliers.

Hilton in the Community Foundation (HCF) is committed to supporting those most in need to have a brighter future.  

The purpose of HCF is to support young people worldwide, whilst its vision is to make a real difference to those most in need - in places where Hilton International operates.

The Director of the Foundation considers grant applications of up to £5,000.  Grants of up to £10,000 are reviewed by the Grants Committee; comprised of independent and Hilton nominated members.  If favoured, grant applications for more than £10,000 are recommended to the Trustees for final approval.

There is no limit on the amount of money that a charity can request; however, the Foundation is a small charity and generally will not make awards of over £30,000 (per year).  Funding can be requested for up to three years for any particular project.

Grants can be awarded for medium to long-term projects (ie over one year) or for one-off causes.  A maximum limit of three years of support can be provided (either a tranched grant or three separate applications).

The Foundation makes grants to a wide range of charities that meet one of our chosen areas of focus:

The Foundation is investing in the future by supporting young people, especially in the vital area of education, awareness and training. Through targeted grant giving the Foundation aims to facilitate a better future by supporting local charities. Education funding generally will be given for training/re-training, educational equipment, activity-based learning, sports equipment, transport, and occasionally costs of project staff. If requesting salary funding, applicants should submit a job description for the post. 

Young People and Health

The Foundation is committed to relieving suffering and supporting young people whilst they are undergoing treatment and care. Health funding generally will be given for medical equipment, care facilities, activity-based holidays, awareness campaigns (proactive), health prevention awareness and hospices, and occasionally costs of project staff. If requesting salary funding, applicants should submit a job description for the post.

The Foundation aims to provide help to local communities in times of humanitarian disaster in areas where Hilton International operates. Unsolicited applications for Disaster Relief or international funding are not accepted. 

Grants can be awarded for bursary places, refurbishment costs, eg equipment purchase, but not for a new construction.

Aside from Disaster Relief projects, grants are only awarded to schools, registered charities/causes working with young people (approximately defined as individuals under 25 years old) that are considered to be most in need or who have special needs.

Grants are awarded to organisations within the UK and Ireland (unless in relation to Disaster Relief projects).

Grants can only be awarded to specific projects and not for general donations.

Organisations must be a registered charity, a school, or a recognisable and accountable good cause.

Grants will be paid either by cheque or direct credit transfer, in one lump sum once the grant has been approved.  If the award covers more than one year, then the grant tranches will be paid annually in advance.

Grants are awarded on an individual application basis, and therefore repeat funding should not be expected or planned for.

Community church grants up to £10,000

Final round of funding for communities affected by quarrying

New bidding round under a community radio fund 

The Office of Communications (Ofcom) has announced that the next fund round for Community Radio Fund will open for applications on the 14th April and close on the 11th May 2010. The Community Radio Fund has been established to help fund the core costs of running a community radio station. These not-for-profit radio stations have a social purpose, and work to involve their target community in running the service. Under the fund, Community Radio Stations are being invited to apply for funding to support their core running costs. These core costs can include; management; administration; financial management & reporting; fundraising to support the station (grants and commercial funding); community outreach; and volunteer organisation and support. There is no upper limit of grant that can be applied for. Grants can only be made to community radio licensees ("Licensee") which are broadcasting under a community radio licence (and not an RSL, for example). During the last bidding round 35 Community Radio Stations received grants ranging from £5,000 to £17,000.

Funding for young film makers

First Light Movies provides grants to projects that enable young people to participate in all aspects of film productions. Since launching in 2001, First Light Movies have enabled over 12,000 young filmmakers to write, act, shoot, light, direct and produce over 800 films. 

The funding is available to organisations such as schools, youth services, community and voluntary groups that work with young people aged between 5 and 18. Every year approximately £700,000 of grants are available through three funding streams:

1. The Studio Awards provides grants of up to £30, 000 for between two and four films of up to 10 minutes. 

2. The Script Awards provides grants of up to £3,000 for script writing projects that team young people with script professionals. 

3. The Pilot Awards provides grants of up to £5,000 for one short film of up to five minutes in duration. 

Previous grants awarded included:

· Hartside Primary School, County Durham, which received a grant of £3,000 to help produce a five minute shadow puppet film using an original fairy tale devised, told and filmed by the children in Year 1.

Funding for amateur football leagues

The Football Association (FA) was founded in 1863 as the governing body of football in England.  It is responsible for all regulatory aspects of the game from the grass-roots level to the professional level. This scheme aims to fund football leagues (outside the National League System) so they can purchase equipment that assists in the administration of that league.

A grant can be applied for based on the size of the league.  The size of the league is dependent on the number of registered teams and will be based on £10 per team.  A minimum grant of £250 and a maximum grant of £1,000 will apply.  For leagues with 150 teams or more, it will be possible to apply for a grant of up to a maximum of £1,200.  If a league is not registered for VAT, then these costs can be included in the total cost and grant-aided.  Below are four examples to illustrate the level of grant aid available dependent on the size of the league:

League A: administers 15 teams and will be eligible to apply for the minimum grant of £250.

League B: administers 65 teams and will be eligible to apply for a grant of £650.

League C: administers 110 teams and will be eligible to apply for the maximum grant of £1,000.

League D: administers 150 teams and will be eligible to apply for the maximum grant of £1,200.

The grant may be claimed against the purchase of new computers, computer-related equipment or office equipment, up to 1 May 2010.  The specific items of equipment that will be considered for grant-aid during this period are listed below:

Priority will only be given to equipment purchased for any of the following league officers: League Secretary, Registration Secretaries, Referees Secretary, Fixture Secretaries, Results Secretaries or Website Editor.

Low Priority: Equipment purchased for league officers other than those listed under 'Priority' heading will be considered a Low Priority.  A Low Priority application will be considered on its merits; however, an award of funding cannot be guaranteed.

To qualify for grant aid, the league must fulfil the following criteria:

Must be located in England. 

Must be FA or County FA affiliated. 

Must be outside the National League System. 

Must be below Step 5 in the Women's Pyramid of Football. 

Must be 11-a-side/youth/mini-soccer/small-sided (non-commercial) league. 

Must be non-profit-making. 

Applications will only be accepted in Season 2009/10 from leagues that did not receive grant aid in either 2007/08 or Season 2008/09 from this scheme.

Exclusions: Leagues that received funding in 2008 or Season 2008/09 will not be eligible to apply for funding in 2009/10.  Grants will not be awarded retrospectively (ie for equipment purchased prior to 2009).

The primary use of any equipment purchased must be to assist the administration of the league and should be regarded as essential for that administration.  Where computer equipment is being purchased, the League Finance Sub Committee must be satisfied that the equipment will be in constant league use.  The requirement for the equipment must be stated on the application form.

Leagues should first ensure that the equipment to be purchased is eligible and meets the minimum specification. 

2010 deadline: 1st  May.
Applications should be made on the form available to download from the website.  Copies of the receipts and invoices must be attached to the application form.

Funding to develop media skills for disadvantaged young people – info only

Mediabox, a Department for Children, Schools and Families fund to enable disadvantaged 13-19 year olds living in England the opportunity to develop and produce creative media projects, using print, television, film, radio or online platforms, has announced that its Mid Mediabox funding programmes will re-open for applications on the 26th February 2010. Mid Mediabox is one of several funding schemes and is available to established youth and or media focused organisations with a strong track record of working with young people to provide opportunities for young people to develop creative ideas and lifelong skills in media production and provides grants of between £5,000 and £20,000. Funding for music making activities 

Youth Music, the UK's largest children's music charity has announced its grant making programme is open for applications. Funding for Children's Summer Playschemes

Partnership grants scheme for primary and secondary schools 

The Royal Society has announced that the Partnership Grants will re-open open for applications on the 6th September 2010. Through the scheme grants of between £250 and £3,000 will be available to support teachers, scientists and engineers help develop science projects. The aim is to make the teaching of science more interesting within primary and secondary schools. The Partnership grants scheme forms partnerships to allow teachers to increase their scientific knowledge and to give scientists and engineers the chance to develop their communication skills and engage with enquiring young minds. Any UK primary or secondary school teacher or practising scientist/engineer can apply as long as the students involved in the project are between 5 and 18. Applications must be made together with the partner, and need to be signed by the teacher, partner and schools' headteacher. Examples of previously funded projects include; St Michael on the Mount Primary School received a grant of £2,050 to help pupils to learn about the human body by constructing a 15 foot skeleton. Working with engineers from Airbus UK, every class constructed a working model of their particular body part, giving the pupils the opportunity to apply some of the scientific principles they had discovered and Netheard High School, Dereham (Norfolk) received £2,488 for 'Our Star'. The project gave the whole school the opportunity to explore the solar system at first hand.

Individual support grants available for disadvantaged pupils 

The e-Learning Foundation has announced that although round 13 of its Home Access grants programme to provide Computers and Internet access to disadvantaged pupils has now closed, funding is still available for Individual Support Grants. 

These grants are aimed at individual students from low income families whose educational opportunities are being limited by their lack of home access and do not fall under any relevant home access programme i.e. the school equity programme does not cover the year group they are in; the school does not run an equity programme; they fall outside the Home Access grant criteria e.g. KS1, 4 or 5; or other personal circumstances. Schools are invited to identify individual students on whose behalf they would like to apply for a grant. While an individual family can receive up to 50% of the cost of provision, schools should not expect to receive more than 30% overall. There is a £50 processing charge per application (which should be for a minimum of 10 pupils).Unlike the normal equity programme the families will own the equipment and must be prepared to pay the difference between the cost and the grant if they are to benefit. 

Under a similar scheme, the e-Learning Foundation recently worked with T-Mobile to trial a mobile broadband scheme in Alderman Bolton Primary School in Warrington. Ten families in Year 4 who did not have Internet access at home and who were eligible for free school meals have been given T-Mobile dongles on a pilot scheme. The school provided a financial commitment to purchasing the dongles and the parents make a monthly contribution. The remainder is paid for via a grant from the e-Learning Foundation.

Further funding for regenerative medicine research and development 

The Technology Strategy Board has announced that it is to invest a further £6 million, and is inviting British companies to bid for funding through two new competitions that are now open for applications. As part of a £21.5 million programme in regenerative medicine, £4 million will be invested in commercial research and development projects in regenerative medicine therapeutics, and £2 million in feasibility projects in regenerative medicine tools and technologies. The aim of the Developing Therapeutics competition is to enable UK businesses to carry out preclinical and clinical development of regenerative medicine therapeutic products, this will enable consortia to accelerate product development to take advantage of future market or funding opportunities. And the aim of the Tools and Technology Feasibility Studies is to enable UK businesses to address challenges currently being faced by developers of regenerative medicine therapeutics through the development of platform technologies. The closing date for applications is the 29th April 2010.

Grant funding for one off project on heart research

Founded in 1967, Heart Research UK has funded many ground-breaking medical breakthroughs, including the first ever successful UK heart transplants and the development of heart valves.

It currently funds grants worth more than £2.8 million at more than 35 universities and hospitals around the UK.  Heart Research UK focuses on funding innovative, pioneering research and often supports young researchers on their first steps into heart research. Heart Research UK supports the promotion of medical research into heart disease and related disorders and the prevention and cures of such complaints and the dissemination of any useful results.  It also supports the provision of practical help and rehabilitation for those with, or vulnerable to, heart disease or any related complaint. The Novel and Emerging Technologies (NET) grant will fund one project focusing on the development of new and innovative technologies to treat, cure or prevent heart disease.

One grant of up to a maximum of £200,000 is available.

Eligible Activities

Applications for research on novel and emerging technologies and applications of bioengineering and molecular strategies for cardiovascular diseases are welcomed.

Appropriate approaches would include tissue and bioengineering, the development and evaluation of new therapeutic devices, bioimaging, nanotechnology, biomaterials, genomic and proteomic approaches, computational biology, and bioinformatics. Although the funding available might not be conducive to the support of clinical programmes, emerging strategies/technologies in this area might include the management of risk factors; the evaluation of invasive cardiology procedures such as angioplasty and stent placement; an evaluation of new surgical approaches to cardiovascular disease; strategies aimed at improving the efficacy of ventricular assist and other devices and the outcomes of resuscitation after cardiac arrest.

Note: These grants are not appropriate for funding clinical trials, as the aim of the scheme is to fund research at a much earlier stage.

Graduates, or those individuals holding a suitable professional qualification, based in a UK host institution (ie university, hospital, research institution) are eligible to apply.

Grants for equipment alone are not funded by Heart Research UK.

The grantholder must advice Heart Research UK of any delay/change to the project commencement date.  Failure to do so may result in grant being withdrawn after twelve months. The grantholder must provide Heart Research UK with a concise bi-annual report (two copies) on progress of the research to date and a full report (two copies) with a non-technical summary at the end of the period for which the research grant was authorised.  Failure to supply these reports may cause the sponsor to terminate further grant research funding of the research and delay or stop final payment.

New volunteering fund 

Following the statement by the Department of Health (DH) in late 2009, that it would launch a new "Health and Social Care Volunteering Fund" to replace the Opportunities for Volunteering (OFV) scheme, the DH has announced the application timetable for the local element of the Fund. Under the Fund, third sector organisations can apply for grants and business support for projects that use volunteer to improve adult social care and reducing health inequalities. Eligible organisation may normally apply for a maximum amount of grant, of £35,000, available but tapering off over 3 years. Local projects will be targeted through a rolling programme of application rounds that target all regions in each funding year so that all regions are included but at different times of the year. The first cluster of regions where third sector organisations can apply for funding is the North East and North West (opens for applications on the 8th February with a closing date of 4th May 2010). The East Midlands and Yorkshire and Humber (opens for applications on the 8th March with a closing date of 25th May 2010). South Central, South West and West Midlands (opens for applications on the 5th April with a closing date of 28th June 2010). London, South East and East of England (opens for applications on the 19th April with a closing date of 12th July 2010).

Support for young people with mental health problems 

This programme aims to provide support to organisations that work with young people with mental health problems aged 11-25. 

There are two strands to the programme. Services for young people which funds a range of services and approaches to help young people experiencing mental health problems make positive changes in their lives; and Training which will also fund work that ensures those working with young people with mental health problems, especially in general youth work settings, have access to good quality training to improve their skill base and confidence levels. Funding is available to organisations providing general counselling and therapeutic interventions, as well as specialist projects focused on particular issues such as eating disorders or bi-polar conditions.

Support aimed at young runaways 

The Government has announced that they will be launching a new online resource for teachers, youth workers and all those working with young people to help support young runaways, helping identify any problems young people are having and prompt intervention much earlier to give vulnerable young people the professional help and support they need, this will strengthen the already in place Young Runaways Action Plan. They also announced funding of up to £100,000 will be made available through an open competition to voluntary services to provide emergency accommodation, counselling services and family mediation for young runaways. This new package of measures include; new statutory guidance for local authorities, which states how they should work with the police to protect and support young people who run away; introduction of a national indicator in April this year, which requires local authorities to work with their partners to collect information about young people who run away in their area; commissioning the Children's Society to produce an online activity pack for schools to be used in PSHE lessons and youth clubs.

Funding for community shops in rural areas

The Village Retail Services Association in partnership with Esmee Fairbairn Foundation and Co-operative and Community Finance have funding available to support the start up  of new Community owned shops in rural areas of England or  to save an existing shop by transfer to community ownership. The funding which will be available over the next three years will provide up to £40,000 per shop. This will be made up of a grant of £20,000 together with a loan of £20,000 from Co-operative and Community Finance.

Funding to support needy young people in the community


Social workers, health visitors and support workers working for a statutory agency or voluntary organisation can apply for funding through the Frank Buttle Trust to help children and young people in desperate need. The Paul Hamlyn Foundation is currently accepting applications under its Education and Learning programme. In particular, the Foundation is looking to fund projects that promote innovation and change in the areas of supplementary schooling and tackling school exclusion and truancy. 

Eligible organisations that can apply for funding include charities, local authorities individual pre-schools, schools, out-of-school clubs, supplementary schools, colleges and youth clubs if they demonstrate benefits to the wider community and include partnership working that will result in increasing access to education and learning to all communities and age groups.

The Paul Hamlyn Foundation has funded The Place2Be, a charity that provides therapeutic and emotional support to vulnerable children in primary schools across the UK. The charity also trains teachers and other school staff to enable them to address the needs of children at risk.

Another charity helped by the Paul Hamlyn Trust is the Leicester Complementary Schools Trust. This was set up to raise the standards of teaching in supplementary schools.

The Trust also developed partnerships between complementary and mainstream schools to facilitate sharing information about children’s needs and education.

Financial boost for out of school hours services 

The Department for Children Schools and Families has announced the regional breakdown of £167million to boost out of hours services offered in schools across the country. Extended services in schools provide children and young people with meaningful activities before and after the school day, enabling parents to stay at work for longer. The money is part of the extended services subsidy which has been allocated: 

· £8.5million in 2008-9 

· £40million in 2009-10 

· £167million in 2010-11. 

Extended school services will include: 

childcare from 8am-6pm, all year round for primary schools 

a varied range of activities including study support activities 

parenting and family support access to specialist services like speech therapy 

community use of facilities including adult and family learning and ICT. 

The allocation of funding follows an announcement by the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) earlier this week of £5.5 million to help find innovative solutions to gaps in holiday childcare provision. Recent reports show that in some regions parents have difficulty finding childcare for their children during the summer holiday. The DCSF announced a pilot in every region aimed at finding innovative local solutions to this problem. 

The money will cover ten pilots, the findings from which will provide an insight into sustainable solutions for holiday childcare.

Community renewable energy grants

The Naturesave Trust, which was set up in 1995, to fund specific environmental and conservation projects throughout the UK and to encourage the greater adoption of sustainable development, especially within the Small and Medium Sized business community (SMEs) has announced that it now provides start up 'seed corn' grants for community renewable energy projects. The Trust are keen to help communities, in particular, that do not have the initial start up capital to undertake all the preliminary work to get to the planning stage and most importantly for the community to retain as much control as possible over the operating income once the project has been successful. Recently funded projects by the Trust include Pilling St John's Primary School which received funding towards the installation of a wind turbine at the school, providing energy and income to the school and Trees for Health which received funding from the Trust to set up green woodworking area to utilise local coppice wood in Devon.

Farmers offered new 'green funding' deal 

The Carbon Trust has announced financial help is now available for farmers to invest in energy-saving equipment. British farmers are now eligible to apply for unsecured, interest-free loans for between £3,000 and £20,000 to help them upgrade to more energy-efficient equipment. The new funding has been provided to help the farming sector to meet the carbon reduction aims laid out the Government's Low Carbon Transition Plan. Examples of energy efficiency upgrades which the Carbon Trust loans will fund are; thermal screens, used in greenhouse horticulture, typically cost up to £20,000, and can save over £10,000 / 100 tonnes of CO2 annually; milk cooling accounts for one third of the energy consumption of dairy farms. New systems cost £3,000, and save up to £1,000 / 6 tonnes of CO2 a year; Insulation . used in field horticulture crop stores, typically costs around £17,000, and saves up to £10,000 / 50 tonnes of CO2 a year; upgrading heating and ventilation controls, in livestock farms, typically costs £3,000, and saves over £4,000 / 23 tonnes of CO2 a year; grain drying humidity controls, used in arable farming, typically costs £3,000, and saves around £1,500 / 10 tonnes of CO2 a year.

The new £35 million FORCES in MIND programme will support existing organisations that support veterans and their families to improve access to appropriate and relevant services. It will also fund research, awareness raising and advocacy work. The programme is one of the new funding programmes developed by BIG for 2010-2015 as part of its Strategic Framework. BIG intends to establish an independent trust to provide long-term support and advocacy for those who served in conflicts including Iraq, Afghanistan and the Gulf War. The Trust will draw on the expertise and dynamism of the many charities working in this field and will provide support for those working with veterans to improve their psychological well-being. The Fund is planning to start the process of setting up the Trust shortly.

New funding for veterans of World War Two 

The Heroes Return 2 scheme will provide Lottery funding to help World War II veterans that saw active service and are resident in the UK or the Republic of Ireland to take part in commemorative visits (within the UK and overseas) to mark the anniversary of events that led to the end of WWII. The offer includes Normandy veterans wanting to attend events this June of this year but also extends to Veterans who saw service in other overseas theatres in 1944 and 1945, such as Monte Cassino, Arnhem, Okinawa, Burma, Libya and the Far East during WWII. We are also happy to support WWII veterans that wish to attend commemorative events in the UK.  WWII veterans resident in the UK or Republic of Ireland who saw active service overseas with or alongside the British and Allied Armed Forces in the Second World War. WWII veterans may be accompanied by a spouse and/or a carer.  Widows and widowers of WWII veterans are also eligible, in most cases. Applicants can apply for a fixed amount grant of between £150 and £5,500 depending on the number of people taking part and the destination. It is difficult to determine demand precisely, so we have decided to focus on supporting each eligible application and meeting the demand as and when it occurs between 1st April 2009 and the deadline for applications, which is 31st January 2011.

There will five levels of funding according to the destination. These fixed amounts have been set so that there is enough money to cover the cost of travel and insurance. ACRE launches fund for communities affected by quarrying  

National rural community development charity Action with Communities in Rural England (ACRE), and members of the Rural Community Action Network (RCAN) have announced the launch of the 2010 / 11 COMMA fund to support projects in communities affected by quarrying. Communities can apply for grants of between £3,000 and £20,000 to support community projects and amenities. ACRE and RCAN are delivering the grants on behalf of Defra, funded by the aggregates levy on quarries. The fund is open to community based organisations, charities and parish councils located within 10 kilometers of a of an aggregates extraction site, (either current or disused). The type of activities that can be funded include the repair, maintenance and improvements to building for community use; improvement to green spaces; improving access to the countryside, bio diversity projects and projects that restore (or provide access to) land adversely affected by aggregates extraction, etc. Applications must be made via by one of the 23 RCAN members in whose areas the fund is applicable. The Fund will open for applications on Monday 1st March 2010 and will remain open until Friday 14th May 2010.

Cotswolds Conservation Board Sustainable Development Fund

The Cotswolds Conservation Board Sustainable Development Fund has been set up to encourage innovative projects that help to achieve more sustainable ways of living in areas of countryside of great natural beauty and diversity. Projects may enhance and conserve local culture, wildlife, landscape, land use, economy or the quality of local community life. They will seek to ensure an improved quality of life for everyone, now and for future generations. 

The level of grant support varies. For example, voluntary sector applicants can be considered for a grant of 75% of total project cost. Whilst larger grants can be considered; these will only be available in exceptional circumstances and in most cases this will require a considerable contribution in kind, such as volunteer time or loan of equipment, premises, land etc. Local authorities will only be considered for grants of up to 50% of project value. Currently the maximum grant we can consider giving is £13,000. However, most offers are much smaller than this; which enables more projects to benefit from the Fund. 

Proposed projects should have the demonstrable support and involvement of the local community, and demonstrate partnership working and social inclusion.

Who can apply?

Public, private, voluntary sector, individuals, businesses or community groups can apply. Individuals or businesses can only be beneficiaries where the project shows a clear benefit to the wider community.

Eligibility

Successful projects will demonstrate they meet ALL of the essential criteria AND at least one of the desirable criteria. Whilst they do not have to be located within the Cotswolds AONB, projects must demonstrate how they will benefit the AONB. 

It will not be possible to give grants to every project which satisfies the criteria; due to its small size. Therefore it is a competitive process. The Grants Sub-committee will decide which projects will receive grants. Green Light for Four Eco-Towns and New Energy Standards 

Housing Minister, John Healey, has today announced the first four eco-towns sites which have passed the Government's standards to go through to the next planning phase, full public consultation and local planning approval.

Together with the plans for eco-towns, John Healey has announced tougher new energy standards for all new homes from 2016 to be zero carbon and launched a review to combine the Government's climate change and renewable energy planning policy statements.

With more than a quarter of Britain's CO2 emissions produced from homes, the announcements are a major step towards meeting the Government's green policy pledges and Britain's transition to a low carbon country.

The successful eco-town sites will pioneer innovative design and infrastructure for greener living.  They are:

Whitehill-Bordon in Hampshire; 

St Austell (China Clay) in Cornwall; 

Rackheath in Norfolk; and 

North West Bicester in Oxfordshire. 

Mr Healey announced that developers in the four successful locations will be able to bid for a share of £60 million to support local infrastructure.  He said he wanted to see at least six second wave areas and is making up to £5 million available for councils to conduct further planning work on proposals.

Eco-towns will include:

the toughest standards for sustainability, with smart meters to track energy use, community heat sources and charging points for electric cars; smart, efficient, affordable homes taking their energy from the sun, wind and earth.  Residents will be able to control the heat and ventilation of their homes at the touch of a button; and sell their surplus energy into the grid; all homes located within ten minutes' walk of frequent public transport and everyday neighbourhood services; parks, playgrounds and gardens that will make up 40 per cent - two fifths - of the towns.  Children will attend local zero carbon schools, making use of the paths and cycle ways; zero carbon buildings including shops, restaurants and public buildings.  Car journeys will make up less than half of all journeys.  All the homes will reach at least level 4 of the Code for Sustainable Homes - including standards for energy efficiency, recycling, water efficiency and reduced pollution - saving a typical home £200-500 a year in energy bills. 

Rossington near Doncaster and North-East Elsenham in Essex are still developing proposals for their sites and these could draw on the £5 million second wave funding and wider government support available.

Working Neighbourhoods Fund: Working Neighbourhoods Grants 

Working Neighbourhoods Grants are supported by Penwith and Kerrier District Councils, West Cornwall Together, Cornwall County Council and Jobcentre Plus

Background:

The Working Neighbourhoods Fund (WNF) replaces the Neighbourhood Renewal Fund and the Deprived Areas Fund and is allocated on the basis of indices of deprivation. Cornwall has been allocated transitional WNF of £600,000 for 08/09 and 240,000 for 09/10 due to the levels of deprivation in Penwith.

WNF aims to bring together the local and community focus of the Department for Communities and Local Government and the Welfare Reform agenda of the Department for Work and Pensions. The purpose of this investment is for local councils, their partners and communities to develop more concentrated, concerted, community-led approaches to getting people in the most deprived areas back to work and tackle worklessness and low level skills.

Cornwall Works provides an overarching strategy and brand for the delivery of welfare to work activity in Cornwall through the Local Area Agreement. It is not a delivery project in its own right but brings together partners, organisations and funding streams to develop a coherent approach to ensuring that more people can enter work, stay in work and progress in work. This strategy relies on both bottom up, community-based delivery approaches and top down, joined-up service delivery in order to achieve the twin goals of inclusion of people who are furthest from the labour market and/or long-term benefit dependent and prevention of people from dropping out of work or school, and prevention from long-term benefit dependency.  

Penwith District Council has decided to pool the WNF into the bigger Cornwall Works pot to ensure wider delivery and best value for money. Thy have also agreed a £100,000 allocation of WNF for Working Neighbourhoods Grants to be administered through Cornwall Works. The grants should add value and fill gaps in current delivery and Cornwall Works will provide facilitators to assist applicants either to progress their application or to link with other activity/projects/organisations.  Additional guidance for applicants and contact details are provided with the application form. Key principles for the Working Neighbourhoods Grants are outlined below:

Objectives

Applications must be in line with the goals of inclusion and (or) prevention set out above. They must demonstrate how they form part of an overall approach to tackling worklessness and low skills levels. Applicants must understand:

Gloucestershire Grassroots grants scheme
The Grassroots Grants programme is funded by the Office of the Third Sector and delivered into Gloucestershire by the Gloucestershire Community Foundation.  This programme will run until March 2011; however it is anticipated that grant making will cease in December 2010.

Grants of between £250.00 and £5000.00 are available to small groups to help respond to the diverse needs of communities and should therefore be used to fund a wide range of activities. Projects can apply for a one-off payment, or payments spread over 3 years (2008-2011) or apply for separate grants but you cannot apply for more than £5000 in total. 

Projects must have been active in your local community for at least 12 months prior to 31 December of the year in which you are submitting the Grassroots application, and be able to evidence this. 

Projects do not need to be a registered charity, but can be a community group without charitable status, but you must be of charitable purpose and ‘not for profit’.

If your project is operating under an umbrella organisation, you need to be able to demonstrate your independent decision-making (ie have your own management committee) and financial management; you should have your own set of rules or constitution, and your own bank/building society account.  

The project must be volunteer led or with a large volunteer input and also have evidence of income of LESS than £30,000 per annum. This should be taken as an average over the last three financial years, or over the life of your organisation, if it is less than three years. 

This income rule may present difficulties for small groups that traditionally have minimal annual income but have undertaken a major fund-raising effort for a specific purpose, such as a Village Hall refurbishment project for instance, because this impacts on their average income over the three year period.

* Buildings (including schools, houses, libraries, museums, police and fire stations);

* Land for development, roads, playing fields;

* ICT equipment and facilities; or

* Vehicles, plant and machinery

Expenditure may include:

* Buying, reclaiming, improving or laying out of land

* Acquisition, construction, preparation, enhancement or replacement of roads, buildings and other structures

* Acquisition, installation or replacement of movable or immovable plant, machinery, apparatus, vehicles and vessels

Improving a fixed asset ("enhancement") is classed as expenditure that:

* Lengthens substantially the life of the asset

* Increases substantially the value of the asset

* Increase substantially how the local authority can use the asset and benefit from it.

Revenue expenditure is:

"Any expenditure which does not meet the definition of capital expenditure"

* So revenue expenditure is spending that will only benefit the current financial year.

Expenditure to merely maintain the asset is not classed as capital expenditure

Free broadband access to 500 disadvantaged children
